4. My doctor has just told me I have diabetes. I have started to lose weight recently. Is this related? How does it work?

5. My friends tell me my breath smells of acetone. They say it is one sign of diabetes. I don't understand.

6. I am 53 and a little over-weight. I have recently developed diabetes but my doctor has not prescribed insulin. Why is this?

7. I would like to know the long term effects of diabetes. I have been diabetic since the age of 6.

8. I have a friend who is diabetic and he has regular eye tests. Why is this necessary?
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
