· Label the sectional view of an eye to include the following:


cornea, sclera, lens, optic nerve, blind spot, fovea, choroid, retina, 
conjunctiva, suspensory ligament, iris, pupil, ciliary body, aqueous 
humour, vitreous humour.

· Explain, using diagrams, the ways that the mammalian eye is adapted to its functions of producing a focused image on the retina and controlling the amount of light that falls on the light sensitive cells.

· Explain why each of us has a near-point closer than which we are unable to focus an object without help.

· Explain why narrowing the eyelids (squinting) can help us focus very small objects such as the fine print on insurance policies.

· Why is it that if we want to see an object properly, we turn towards it and look directly at it?
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
