Why do we have to digest our food?

Tie a knot in one end of the plastic tubing.

3.
Put some starch (undigested food) and some enzyme in the bag.

4.
Tie the other end of the bag up with some cotton.

5.
Wash the bag. This bag is a model intestine.

6.
Set the bag up with the other bits of equipment like in this diagram.




7.
Leave the equipment set up until you are told to go on to the next part.
